The most salient feature of M- hawaiana
is its heart-shape when viewed from the
anterior end. This is caused by the
angular keel radiating out from the posterior
end of the umbo. The shell is flesh
colored.

s;;..,. hawaiensis is obviously distinguished
by its conspicuous posterior beak, small
size and almost transparent shell.

There are about three whole specimens
of each in existence.

ATTENTION MITRA FANS

Word has been received at Bishop Mu-
seum from Professor Kiyoshi Aoki, Bio-
logical Institute, Tohoku University, Sendai,
Japan, of the death on April 19 of Dr.
Shinkishi Hatai, Ph.D, LL.D, Professor
Emeritus of the Tohoku University.

Professor Hatai was not only a distin-
guished marine biologist, but also an
energetic and wise director of biological
research by others. He directed the Bio-
logical Institute of the Tohoku University
and in 1935 was the first director of the
Palao Tropical Biological Station on Koror
Island, Palau. He was responsible for the
organization of an expedition which took our
fellow member Dr. Yoshio Kondo and his
wife on a scientific cruise to several
islands in Micronesia from December 8,
1935 to June 10, 1936.

Dr. Hatai played a prominent part in
international scientific cooperation in the
Pacific. He took an active part in the third,
fourth, fifth and sixth Science Congresses,
being the leader of the Japanese delegation
to three of these, and a member of the
Pacific Science Council for some 25 years.

On July 1, 1963 an important paper on
Hawaiian mitrids by Jean Cate will be
published by "The Veliger," and reprints
of this paper will also be available through
the Concho logical Club of Southern Cali-
fornia.

Entitled "Dall's Hawaiian Mitrids, with
Descriptions of Three new Species," this
paper represents the completion of the
section on Mitridae of an unpublished work
on Hawaiian gastropods which was prepared
by W. H. Dall during the 1920's. Using
Dall's type material loaned by the United
States National Museum, Mrs. Cate has done
further research on these species and has
brought their nomenclature up to date.
Twenty-three species are covered in the
article, most of which occur throughout the
Indo-Pacific as well as in Hawaii. There
are four plates. packed full of illustrations
of all the species; one of the newly described
forms is figured in full color. The original
descriptions are included, as well as syno-
nymy and comparisons with other species;
the reprints are nicely bound in granite
paper covers.
