The strong outer lip and
absence of columellar teeth are some of
the shell's characteristics. For the name
of this species turn to page' 8, column 3. As you vocabularians know, "seren-

dipity" is the happy faculty qf finding some-
thing valuable when you are not looking for
it. The word should have been coined for
shell collectors. Have you ever found a
rare shell when serendipity didn't play the
leading role?

FROM THE PRESIDENT
It gives me a great deal of satisfaction

to announce that the Hawaiian Malacological
Society is now a non-profit, tax-exempt
organization. Technically we will now be
known as the Hawaiian Malacological So-
ciety, Incorporated.

In the closing months of 1965 it was
apparent that the growth of our .Society
had reached the point where the proper
conduct of business and the stated purpose
of the Society could not be carried out with-
out assistance being given to the elected
officers. Because of this, an interim
Advisory Committee was appointed to assist
your officers in -the conduct of business.

Also the interim committee was asked
to make a feasibility study of the HMS
becoming a non-profit organization. Re-
sults of the study indicated there were
many advantages to such an organization
and it was proposed to the members at the
March general meeting. By unanimous
vote it was agreed to change our constitu-
tion and by laws to permit submitting a
petition to the State Attorney General for
such a charter.

The interim Advisory Committee then
prepared the necessary changes to our
constitution and by-laws and they were
submitted with a petition. At the May
general meeting the new by-laws were
approved by the Society. The petition was
approved during the second week in May
and we became a non-profit organization.

The purpose of our Society remains
basically unchanged. As set forth in
Article II this is as follows:

"The purpose of this corporation shall
be to promote, stimulate and maintain and
perpetuate an interest in malacology and
conchology as well as the preservation and
protection of natural habitats."

LET US COLLECT WITH MODERATION!

I must say that I agree most heartily
with the thoughts expressed by Alison Kay
in her letter published in the March, 1966
issue of the Hawaiian Shell News and am
glad that her letter has brought the matter
of indiscriminate collecting into the open.
Perhaps this will stimulate others to ex-
press their feelings on this matter. This
kind of "collecting" is thoughtless and
unscientific. Hopefully, these expressions
will deter future occurrences of this kind,
and will make people realize that species
which are relatively uncommon - whether
they are mollusks, birds, or plants - should
be treasured and protected for the enjoy-
ment of future generations.

Shell collectors should understand that
more important and more fascinating than
mere "collecting" for the purposes of
acquiring large series of specimens, is the
observation of the living animals in nature
or in. an aquaria. We know so relatively
little about the life habits of our marine
mollusks, that any such information is of
the greatest value to science.

Let us have no more indiscriminate
collecting of living specimens but always
leave some behind to permit them to
propagate and keep the population un-
changed. History shows us many examples
of species that have become extinct through
wanton or thoughtless slaughter.

L Edmondson's Reef and Shore Fauna of~. byE. ALISON KAY

An expanded and up-to-date version of
the well-known and well-used Reef and
Shore Fauna of Hawaii by Dr. Charles H.
Edmondson has been in preparation for the
past several years. It will consist of two
volumes, one dealing with the invertebrates
in general, the other with the marine mol-
lusks. The general invertebrate volume is
under the editorship of Dr. Lucius G. El-
dredge, III; the author of the molluscan
volume is Dr. E. Alison Kay. Although
neither volume is yet completed, it is
hoped that the manuscripts for both volumes
will be in the hands of the editorial staff
of the B. P. Bishop Museum sometime this
summer.

The molluscan volume is intended as a
comprehensive survey of the marine mol-
lusks of the Hawaiian Islands. Introductory
chapters deal with the history of the Ha-
waiian marine mollusks from the time of
Captain James Cook's discovery of the
Islands in 1778 to the present, and with a
discussion of the faunal composition. The
systematic section deals with more than
1000 species of chitons, scaphopods, cepha-
lopods, bivalves, and gastropods.

Meant not only as a guide for the
amateur ,shell collector, but also as a
tool for the experimental biologist, the
volume will include keys, descriptions, and
figures of as many of the Hawaiian marine
mollusks as is feasible. A general account
of each family is presented and the family
keyed out to species; detailed descriptions
of each species will also include notes on
habitat, feeding, reproduction, and distribu-
tion in so far as these factors are known;
and finally, each fully-described species
will be illustrated by either black and white
photographs or line drawings.

The sections of the volume which have
been completed have been given trial-
runs in the advanced invertebrate courses
at the University of Hawaii this year.
Hopefully the criticisms obtained "from
students working both keys ;md descriptions
will iron out some of the difficulties in-
herent in a work of considerable scope.,
II.

David K. Young has completed his Ph.D.
dissertation on the dorid nudibranchs and
will receive his doctorate at Commence-
ment exercises at the University of Hawaii
in June. DeaJing with fifty-one species of
the Doridacea collected in Hawaii, Eniwetok,
Palmyra, and Johnston Island, Dr. Young
has combined biological studies with ex-
tensive and detailed anatomical work. The.
result is the first comprehensive systematic
account of the do rid nudibranchs of the
Indo- West- Pacific since the work of Rudolph
Bergh in the 19th century.

Utilizing internal and external anato-
mical characters, the features used by most
workers for specific and generic deter-
minations h:o.ve been evaluated, and certain
